Newssax, N. C., Nov. 28, 1863.
To-day.the mesaing of the Weter wind,
Rhymes with the piashing of the chilly rain.”

And to-dsy the weather is in every reapect
similar to that of every other day of the past
woek. Could not the Sanitary Commission
or some other benevolent institution send,
among the many good things which are re-
oceived at their hands, a fow weoks of clear,
oold Northern weather, just enoughto dispel
the deadly missms which 8lls the air, and
which daily hurries many contrabands to the
place “whare good darkies go?”

In s former letter, I spoke of the amall-pox
having made its sppearancs here. Since
that time the disense has been spreading ra-
pidly among the negroes, and at present
there are about seventeen hundred cases {n
the town and vicinity., The filthy habits of
the negroes is doubtiess one of the principal
causes of this great increase in the number
of cases, a3 well as that so many deaths oc-
eur. Hnppily, whito soldiers and citizens
are almost entiroly exempt from it. 1 have
beard ofbutfow cases smong thoseclasses of the
population. Owingtoth ble weath-
er *the shake” still prevail to a considora-
ble extent. Bitter experience (quinine and
« bone-set”") has tanght us to pray esrnestly
for tha day of our deliverance from this pest
of the swamp oountry.

The faw frosts we have had, have divestod
Newbern of its chief attraction. Its groves
of magnificent shade trees, which in summer
form complets arches through all the streets,
snd render the place besutiful and attractive,
are now’ lsafless, the few overgreen ferns
