If we could eay that the legis-
lature beard our camse and adjudged un
as untimely or in error. the people and
their representatives would feel that the
common gwod demanded the sacrifice. and
they would with just pride bow to
the decision : but the border people ngast
reel that they have received at the hands
of the legislature wanton wrong and con-

upou the hundreds who to-day, though
taithfal as the needle to the pole. have
been left homeless and peanyless by the
fearful ravages of war.

How the dawibant party of the House
