DEATH OF COL. WILLIAM DABNEY
STUART

We are pained to snnonnce the death
of this gailant officer and true gentle
man, Hedied in Stannten on themorn-
ing of the 20th of July, of & wound re-
cerved on the 8d of July, in the memo-
rable charge msade by Picketts division
at Gettysburg. .
