7 A composition of resin and gresse,
made thick eoough to spread well with a
brush, is recommended to be pat ou the
sterss of pesch trees from tbe root ap, &
a prevantive of the b worm. The
composition must be laid on thick enongh
to prevent the inseet from depositiog - its
eggs in the soft bark near the jusoctare of
the stem to the root.

Theee who intend to traveplant orps-
westal or frait trees, this spring, should
not fose another day in making their seleo-
tions'and baviag the trees in the grouad.
Evergreons, as a rule, may be transphans-
ed up to May. Some of our best practi-
sl ezperimentors say that they have had
entire angowss in the tranaplanting of firs,
bemlock, spruce, and arbor vitse, after
bad commenved to abook.
